"So they left their father Zebedee in the boat along with 
the hired men and followed him." What did Zebedee 
think about all of this? His sons and his partners, James 
and John, suddenly left their post and followed Jesus. 
So there he stood in the boat with a crew of employees, 
but not one of his sons. We can't help but wonder 
whether Zebedee was in favour of this promise that his 
heirs would become "fishers of men." Most likely, this 
event was the cause of some familial tension. 

 
Throughout the Gospels, Jesus instructs us to love and 
serve others for the love of God. But the Lord also 
makes it clear that our devotion to him is meant to 
trump our devotion to anything-or anyone-else. For our 
part, we are called to allow this divine allegiance to exist 
in those we love, even when it means a sacrifice for us 
as well. Parents for example, like Zebedee, are called 
to encourage their children to follow the Lord's call.  

 

A son or daughter's vocation to religious life certainly 
exemplifies this kind of sacrifice for a parent who might 
have had a different plan in mind. But in truth every son 
and daughter has a vocation from God and parents 
have the opportunity to support and assist their children 
as they seek to hear and follow God's special plan for 
their lives. 

 
We don't know for sure how Zebedee responded to the 
vocation of his sons, but we know that James and John 
were counted among the Twelve Apostles and that their 
devotion and dedication helped to spread the Gospel to 
the ends of the earth. Regardless of what he might 
have thought as he stood in that boat, we can be quite 
sure that looking back now, Zebedee can rejoice hearti-
ly in the choice of his sons to leave their nets and follow 
Christ.

PREPARATION FOR BAPTISM:  Our new ap-
proach to preparation for the Sacrament of Baptism here 
in the pastoral area of the parishes of Greystones and 
Kilquade is now well in place.

Parents will 
present their child to the community. The child will also 
be anointed on the heart at this time. Baptisms take 
place on different weekends in St. Josephôs, Newtown, 
St. Patrickôs, Kilquade and St. Anthonyôs, Kilcoole.

WEEK OF PRAYER FOR 
CHRISTIAN UNITY 2018: will 
be observed from 18th      January 
to the 25th January. Unity. What 
does "unity" mean? For those of us 
who claim Christ as our model of liv-
ing and savior of humanity, it means 
we are one. This year the Week of 
Prayer for Christian Unity has as its 
theme the Scripture citation 2 Corin-
thians 5:14-20. The first line contains 

our mission statement... "For the love of Christ impels 
us, once we have come to the conviction that one died 
for all; therefore all have died." If that is not a mandate 
for unity, then there is none. We are one in the death of 
Christ and therefore live in unity with all other Chris-
tians. 
God, who are unity in three holy persons--Father, Son, 
and Holy Spirit--you have called us to live in peace with 
all people. You have also called us to work toward unity 
in purpose to spread the Gospel to all nations. Gra-
ciously give us the courage and strength to work toward 
unity, and act toward each other as brothers and sis-
ters. We ask this in the unity of God, Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit. Amen.

WEEKLY REFLECTION 

Today we are in danger of being drowned in bad news.  
Jesus began his ministry by announcing good news. 

What was this good news?                                         
That the kingdom of heaven had come.                      

The kingdom stands for the fulfilment of the promises, 
the fullness of Godôs blessings,                                      
in short, the new order of things.                                  

Forgiveness is available. Recovery is possible.          
Godôs love is unconditional                                          
and is available to us in Christ.                                      

All we have to do is recognise our need,                     
and seek his help with humility and sincerity.              
Unless we repent we canôt hear the good news. 

 

SCRIPTURE READING: Each week we    
suggest a piece of Scripture to use in your prayer.  
Light a candle and read slowly the passage,  
re-read it a couple of times and reflect on it and  
listen to what God is saying. This weekôs is Mk 1:21-
28. 

8TH AMMENDMENT: For the 
first time on Wednesday, members 
of the Fine Gael led government had 
an      opportunity to discuss the re-
port of the Oireachtas Committee on 
the Eighth Amendment which was 
published in   December 2017.  The 
document recommends repealing 
the Eighth Amendment (protecting 

the right to life of the unborn and equal right to life of 
the mother) and introducing legislation to allow for abor-
tion in the first trimester without restriction. The 25th 
May has been touted as the ideal date for the referen-
dum with political correspondents commenting that the 
government wants it out of the way before a possible 
Papal visit in August. 
Cora Sherlock from the Pro Life Campaign said it was 
very clear that ñsome members of the government are 
determined to keep the time frame as tight as possible, 
to deny the public an opportunity to scrutinise closely 
the proposal that will be put to the peopleò. The abortion 
debate is something that is going to unfold over the 
next couple of months, ñPeople are going to reflect on 
their own lives and talk about it themselves. We need in 
Ireland the situation where people have those conver-
sations among their family and among their friends.ò
